Administration Updates 
· Considering changing the gifted program to getting more intentional time for gifted students. 5th grade does the Advanced Content model- started having conversations about having advanced content for 4th graders. This would be in addition to the gifted program. 4th graders would start switching classes after having a homeroom class. Everyone who was teaching AC would be qualified for gifted. Kids could go to advanced classes for reading and math even if they are not in gifted. Starting next school year potentially- a lot of interest from the teacher side so far.

· Zan heard that the teachers would prefer that the raffle only includes teachers next year and not staff. They also prefer coffee without the donuts because it takes too much time. They would rather have more personalized drinks.

· Budget update: we have done extremely well staying within the budget this year. Spirit nights have knocked it out of the park. $2688.70 collected from spirit nights so far. Erika has a quote for next year to have a sign to use next year for spirit nights (add to the budget next year- talk about in May meeting). Bingo we made $8488. Holiday we made $17493.63. Formal dance was the most we’ve ever made on a dance. $750 made from the dance decor. 
· $982.53 left for teacher appreciation in May. 
· Make sure to tell parents during appreciation week that overage from parents buying teachers lunch will go towards the next months teacher appreciation. 
· Pre-K, 1, 2, and 3 grade have not used their grant money. Teachers grants are slowly trickling in. Mr. Nelson suggests that we up the teacher grants and eliminate the grade level grants since it’s not as used as individual grants. 
· Possible having the color analysis people to come for teachers/staff. 115 staff and teachers. 
· Facility Improvement (6585) $3K in there that Mr. Nelson will use to purchase curtains for the stage.

· Debrief teacher appreciation
